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This is the first "mini-newsletter", as announced in the previous British Othello
newsletter, The Killer Bees. Reaction, positive or negative, would be welcome:
this is an experiment, and there is no guarantee that it will be continued. The
idea is to cover the last three months' news, tournament results, etc., but to leave
in-depth articles to the full newsletter. This plan may change, of course.

The main news this time is that the 1993 World Othello Championships will
be held in London: this is the first time the World Championships will have
come to Britain since 1980. The dates of the tournament are almost certain to
be November 5-7. Over the first two days (Friday and Saturday), there will be a
Swiss-style tournament to decide the World Team Championship and to find the
four semi-finalists. The semi-finals, final, and Victory Dinner take place on the
Sunday.

For the first two days, we need some ~lClp, in the form of about twenty
people to act as table referees. This involves taking the score of a game, checking
for flipping errors, watching for time defaults, and generally watching some top
quality games. Lunches (at least) will be provided. If you think you might be
interested in volunteering for this, then let me know: I'll probably just put your
name on a list for the time being, but it would be useful to get a preliminary idea
of how many people will be available. Your help will be greatly appreciated.

The date and venue of the British Ot,hello Championships are not yet settled.
The most likely is that they will take place on the weekend of August 21-22, as
part of the planned "Mind Sports Olympiad" , to be held in London. Confirmation
is not possible at the moment, but we'll try to circulate definite news as soon as
we have it.

For once, the next newsletter comes with a definite deadline. I shall be out of
the country for a few weeks from .Tllly16th, so material by, say, July 13th please!

Feinstein won the final 2-0 in spite of having a lost position at the beginning
of both endgames.

British Othella Bulletin
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How does he do it? A glance at Jocl Feinstein's rating, plotted against time,
reveals a clear cyclic pattern, peaking every year in the list produced just after the
Nationals. Jocl won his third title in a row, and his fourth in five years, becoming
the first four-time British Champion. Congrat.ulations to him. Congratulations
also to Imre Leader and John Lysons, who make up the British team for the
Worlds. Semi-congratulations to Mike Handel, whose fourth place leaves him
standing by to play in the Worlds in case of an odd number of other players. Full
reports of both National and 'Vorld Championships will follow in the next full
newsletter, planned for January.

'Ve also promise a full report on the climax of the European Grand Prix,
won by Marc Tastet of France. Marc becomes t.he first. non-Brit.ish player t.o win
outright, and also the first player to win t.he Grand Prix without winning any of
t.he individual tournaments. In fact, he was a losing finalist in each of t.he five
events from Paris '92 t.o Brussels '93.

Tastet's form did not impress the French selectors for the World Champi­
onship, whose philosophy of only considering tournament winners, so as to have a
t.eam of proven winners, resulted in the exclusion of the reigning World Champion.

David Shaman did qualify for the Worlds. The lucky nation to obt.ain his
services this year is the D.S.A., who are also fielding Brian Rose and David
Parsons. It is very important that the D.S. not win the team title, to avoid the
daft possibility that David will have won more World team titles than any nation.
The British team of Feinstein, Leader and Lysons is tipped (by me, at any rate)
to stop them.

As I'm sure you know, the 1993 World Othello Championships will be held in
London. The venue is t.he Kensington Palace Hot.el, de Vere Gardens, London 'V8
5AF. The dates are November 5-7. Over the first. two days (Friday and Saturday),
there will be a Swiss-style tournament t.o decide the \Vorld Team Championship
and t.ofind the four semi-finalist.s. The semi-finals, final, and Victory Dinner take
place on the Sunday.

Thanks to those who have already volunteered t.o serve as table referees. A
few more would still be most welcome. Also, if anyone living in London is willing
to put up players or referees over the weekend, then please get in touch with me.
I'm hoping that most people will make their own arrangements, but it would be
a great help to have a few spaces available if necessary.

Initially, we had fifteen Federation
members present, but Eileen Forsyth withdrew from the starting blocks to deny
Bye another tournament taUy! Of the fourteen remaining players only two, John
Lysons and Robert Stanton - making a welcome return after two years away
from the game, had not previously qualified. Among the others present wa.s
Phil Marson, whose participation meant that he played in all ten of this year's
Regionals.

Round 1 produced a draw between David Haigh and Ken Stephenson, with
all other games going a.s predicted by the ratings. David again drew in round
2, and beat Neil Cuthbertson in round 3. Also undefeated at lunch were David
Shaman and Imre Leader. Colin Hands also went to lunch very plea.sed with his
wins over lain Forsyth and Mark VVormley.

After lunch, the Shaman-Leader game ended up 33-31 to David, while the
other David's fortune changed, losing to Joel Feinstein and the on-form Colin.
Round 5 provided Imre with his 300t.h rated game, a very close game against lain
Barrass. The closeness of the game reflected not only in the facial expressions of
both players, but also, in the later stages, in those of the spectators.

Entering the final round, only David Shaman had 6, with lmre on 5 and Joel
on 4, having lost on time to both the top two. Colin's reward for playing so well
earlier in the day was a final round game against David S - no upset there!

First, the British Championship will be held over the weekend of September
24-25, in the Lubbock Room, Peterhouse, Cambridge. Peterhouse is a traditional
Cambridge college, numbering old fogey Imre Leader among its Fellows. Thanks
to Imre for organising ~he venue. As usual, the AGM of the Federation will take
place early on the Saturday afternoon, with three rounds of the Championship to
follow. The remaining six rounds, the Challengers' tournament, and the Grand
Final all take place on the Sunday. Fuller details in the next newsletter.

The top three finishers in the Nationals qualify to represent Britain in the
World Championships, which will be held in Paris, November 3rd-5th.

This is your best chance ever to play one of the top Japanese, as no
less than seventeen of them are rumoured to be planning to attend. This could be
the strongest tournament for some years, but there is also a wide variety of playing
standards, and there is no need to fear you'll be out of your depth.

If you prefer a smaller, more relaxed, but also highly competitive event, then
I suggest the Brussels tournament, July 30-31. Contact me (081-675-8873) for
more details.

Statistics suggest that you are more likely to prefer the final Regional toUI­
nament of the year, to be held in Doncaster, on July 23rd. The venue is the
St. John Ambulance Brigade Headquarters, St. Sepulchre Gate West, Doncaster.

So 22 players have qualified so far, with a possible 6 more places at stake. Those
who have qualified will receive a letter of invitation to the National Final: if you
receive a letter and can't make the event, please write back to David Haigh and
tell him so, so that someone else can be invited. At the recent committee meeting,
we agreed the details of the procedure David will use, which are as follows.

If a player P, who qualified at tournament T drops out, another player will
be invited, being the highest placed finisher in tournament T, among those who
have not yet been invited. For instance, if Guy Plowman drops out then Richard
Brand stands to be invited, since all the higher placed finishers at Eastbourne
have qualified elsewhere. If more than one tournament needs to be treated this
way, then the later tournament will be considered first. For instance, if Graham
Brightwell, Mike Handel and Guy Plowman all drop out, then Eastbourne will be
considered first, resulting in invitations.for Richard Brand and Graham Chappell
(replacing l3rightwell and Plowman); then Handel's place will go to John Bass,
since Chappell will already have been invited. [The reverse order is just to go
some small way towards correcting the bias in favour of participants at later
tournaments.] All clear?

The committee also agreed in principle that it would recommend to· the AGM a
rise in subscription rates. The exact proposal has yet to be finalised, as we are
awaiting det.ailed accounts. The accounts, and the proposal, will be published in
the next newsletter.
